1. b. Having been subjected to :
i. 3. We certify that we are not, and none of our consortium members or our suppliers, contractors, consultants and subcontractors are, in any of the following situations of conflict of interest:
a. A shareholder controlling the Grantor or a subsidiary controlled by the Grantor, unless the resulting conflict has been brought to the attention of the Grantor and resolved to its satisfaction.
b. Have a business or family relationship with any member of the Grantor's staff involved in the Call of projects , unless the resulting conflict has been brought to the attention of the Grantor and resolved to its satisfaction;
c. c. We have taken all the necessary steps to prevent or terminate any situation, in particular conflicts of interest, that may impact the impartial and objective performance of this Grant Agreement. A conflict of interest may arise in particular from economic interests, political or national sympathies, family or sentimental ties, or any other type of relationship or common interest.

6. 14. The Grantor reserves the right to verify the appropriateness of such actions and may require further action if necessary.

We, our consortium members, suppliers, contractors, consultants and subcontractors authorize the Grantor and/or the AFD, as appropriate, to conduct investigations, including the examination of documents and records relating to the call for projects and the implementation of the Subproject, and to submit them to auditors appointed by the AFD, as appropriate.
